This bill allocates funding from the Cultural Events Board General Ledger and Board
Projects account for the express purpose of bringing former New York City Mayor Rudy
Giuliani to the University of Colorado at Boulder.

THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED by the Legislative Council of the University of
Colorado Student Union, THAT;

Section 1: $52,389.00 from the Cultural Events Board General Ledger and $64,170.00
from the Cultural Events Board Board Projects account for a grand total of $116,559.00
be allocated for the purpose of bringing former New York City Mayor Rudy Giuliani to
the University of Colorado at Boulder.

Section 2: All unspent money will be returned to the Cultural Events Board General
Ledger.

Section 3: All proceeds from the event will be placed in the Cultural Events Board
General Ledger.

Section 4: This bill takes effect upon passage.
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
