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Reform to Duties Section of CUSG Election Code
Bill History

The Spring 2010 election reforms, passed under the 72nd Legislative Council, were aimed at increasing both voter and candidate turnout in CUSG elections. As the University of Colorado Student Government grows, it must be mindful to incorporate and encourage the participation of its ever-growing constituency base, the students of the University of Colorado at Boulder. This being the case, it was the intention of the 72nd Legislative Council and is the intention of the current executive administration that the duties of the Election Commissioner needed to be expanded. In order for the Commissioner to provide well received elections it was apparent that the person who was holding that office needed to work year round with the executive administration to do marketing and outreach to the campus at large in order to promote the University of Colorado Student Government.

Come Fall 2010 the budget of the Election Commission will officially be moved under the Executive Branch. The Commission itself will function as a semi-autonomous commission working in collaboration with the presiding executive administration. For much of the year when the Commissioner is not running elections, the position will function as a de-facto executive staff position aimed at marketing and outreach. These reforms to the duties section are not only important to encourage student and candidate participation, but also to encourage the kind of turnout we will need to get student approval for large project funding via referendum. This bill will update the duties and responsibilities section of the CUSG Election Code to ensure that future commissioners understand the full role they must fulfill in order to fully execute the function of their position. 
Bill Summary

This bill will add the following tasks to the duties and responsibilities section of the CUSG Election Code:

The Election Commissioner shall have a working knowledge of all CUSG governing documents

The Election Commissioner shall work with the presiding Executives to promote and market the University of Colorado Student Government to the campus at large in order to encourage candidate and voter turnout in elections.

The Election Commissioner shall to the best of their ability provide outreach to student groups and student leaders in order to encourage participation with the University of Colorado Student Government

The Election Commissioner shall perform tasks deemed appropriate for their position by the presiding Executives, so long as the tasks do not interfere with the primary responsibility of providing effective and fair elections. 
THEREFORE BE IT ENACTED:

Section 1: Section 202 (d) shall be added to the CUSG Election Code to read: The Election Commissioner shall have a working knowledge of all CUSG governing documents

Section 2: Section 202 (e) shall be added to the CUSG Election Code to read: The Election Commissioner shall work with the presiding Executives to promote and market the University of Colorado Student Government to the campus at large in order to encourage candidate and voter turnout in elections.

Section 3: Section 202 (f) shall be added to the CUSG Election Code to read: The Election Commissioner shall to the best of their ability provide outreach to student groups and student leaders in order to encourage participation with the University of Colorado Student Government

Section 4: Section 202 (g) shall be added to the CUSG Election Code to read: The Election Commissioner shall perform tasks deemed appropriate for their position by the presiding Executives, so long as the tasks do not interfere with the primary responsibility of providing effective and fair elections. 
Section 5: This bill shall take effect upon passage by the Legislative Council and upon either obtaining the signatures of two Tri-Executives or the elapse of six days without actions by the Tri-Executives.
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
